
Running along the west side of the park is the River Witham with the
Water Rail Way cycle route on its bank that makes easy access to the
Witham Way Country Park by bike. This cycle route also runs right
through to Lincoln.

This park is a haven for local wildlife with a mosaic of woodland, and
grassland along the river Witham. Located less than one mile from
the historic heart of Boston’s town centre, Witham Way Country
Park is an easy-to-access spot to take a break into nature on a visit to
Boston.

A wildflower meadow provides a safe habitat for bees, and structures
have been built on-site to support the preservation of Boston’s
diverse wildlife including a bug park which gives home to butterflies
and many other small creatures.
